The chairman Suspended Standing Orders for Public Participation
Public Participation (15 minutes)

The public are given 15 minutes to discuss any item on the agenda or any other matter, after this period the members of the public may stay at the meeting but will not be able to comment or participate. 

Any member of the council who will be declaring a prejudicial interest on any business to be transacted in the meeting, has the same rights as members of the public to speak on this issue, the member will then be required to leave the room before the main discussion and vote as paragraph 12(2) of the Code of Conduct adopted by the council
A member of the public asked if there was a right of way on the new parking scheme at Trispen Hill, as although the road is wide enough for two vehicles to pass, cars do not always give way if required.
Cllr Trethewey stated that there was not a designated Right of Way, but drivers should use their commonsense when passing. The member of the public also stated that he had seen children playing chicken at Trispen Hill near to the Treworgan View junction. Cllr Trethewey said that we would inform PC Hargreaves.
The chairman resumed Standing Orders
155/09 To receive and approve the minutes previously circulated for meeting held on Monday 5th October
           2009 
The minutes were agreed and it was

156/09 To receive Police Report
PC Hargreaves forwarded his report to the clerk. The report stated that there had been 2 crimes and 7 logs reported during the last month. None of these were for anti-social behaviour.

157/09 To consider any planning applications received up to the date of the meeting:-
           PA30/1509/09R, Mr Perez, 1 Hopscotch Cottages – Side Extension

This application was discussed and it was approved with the following recommendations:

· That adequate soak-a-ways are installed
· That any changes to materials used, must come back to the council for further consultation.
157/09b Update on planning issues:
· To update regarding the council’s informal meeting with Wainhomes & Cornwall Council 
Cllr Trethewey updated the council on the meeting that he had had with Cllr Light, Cllr Eathorne-Gibbons (County Councillor), Mr Tim Marsh (Cornwall Council) and Mr Nick Marsden (Affordable Housing Officer). Mr Ayre from Wainhomes joined the meeting later. Cllr Trethewey stated that the mix of size properties, the concerns with overlooking, potential flooding and car parking issues were discussed.

The number of units now suggested is 60, with 30 of these being 3 to 4 bed roomed properties. The affordable element would still be 50%, which would meet the parish’s local need. Wainhomes felt that the flooding would not be an issue and that they would submit a Ground Survey with the application regarding this. They will also increase the parking to 9 on site and 3 on Trispen Hill. Tim Marsh stated that the building lines and heights would need to be looked at carefully and included in the application.
There were concerns over the properties adjacent to the public footpath by the shop; as they fronted the path and it was felt that this would lead to residents parking up the path and in front of the shop. Restrictions would need to be put in place to prevent this. 
Cllr Trethewey stated although this is what was discussed at the meeting; it may not necessarily be what is submitted. Wainhomes are still hoping to submit an application before the end of the year.
· EA30/0377/09/M, Coronation Power, Land at Truthan Barton
Nigel Brabyn (Planning Officer) had informed the clerk that ‘The Natural Resources Survey’ had been revised as it required more clarification on some points. There were some inconsistencies with the landscape reports, and that they may need to acquire more information from the applicant. Cornwall Council needs to be consistent in the way that they look at similar planning applications and follow a template. It had been decided to see what the outcome of the Carland Cross appeal is, as this would make a difference to Cumulative Visual Effect.

The application will not go to committee before the New Year.

· To update on the outstanding Planning Applications and Appeal Notices at Polisken Farm
This issue was discussed and it was decided that the council should write to Phil Mason (Head of Planning) with copies to Jon Drew (Head of Enforcement), Cllr Hicks (County Councillor Portfolio Holder) and Cllr Eathorne-Gibbons (County Councillor) to chase all the outstanding issues and to clarify the current position.

· Cornwall Council Planning Liaison Group Minutes (17/09/09) 
The members had received copies of the Draft Notes of the last meeting. It was noted that a question was asked about whom is responsible for chasing enforcement issues; upheld by appeal, as it stated on the notes that it was the Planning Inspectorate. The members of the council and the clerk stated that it was Cornwall Council. The clerk was asked to write to the Planning Liaison Group to clarify this.
· Local Council Protocol with Planning and Regeneration Service regarding consultations on applications 
It was decided that the best way for Planning Officers to contact the council regarding applications would be for the Planning Officer to e-mail the clerk their comments after they had had their site meeting.

This item was discussed and it was felt that the best way forward would be for members of the council to meet with Tim Marsh (Cornwall Council), Nick Marsden (Affordable Housing Officer) and the landowner to see what options would be available to suit everyone’s needs. If this was taken forward by the landowner the council will need to consult parishioners before they could support any further development, due to the pending application from Wainhomes regarding land at Trispen Hill

169/09 To discuss and the council’s ‘Internal Audit Procedures and Review its Effectiveness’ 
The members discussed this and it was agreed that the review should include the grant of £80,000 to the St Erme Playing Field Trust, and the partnership agreement for the Youth Project with Young People Cornwall. These items will need to be shown in the council’s Risk Assessment and to ensure that the minutes show that all elements of risk are discussed. 
170/09 To discuss and review the format of council meetings and consultations
It was discussed how the council could make the meetings more interesting for the public and if there were any areas that could make the meeting run smoother and more efficient.

· It was agreed for the clerk to inform all members of consultations as soon as they are received (as per the council’s Consultation Policy). As a trial it was agreed for the members to inform the clerk as soon as possible if they feel it should be put on the agenda. If 1 member feels that it should be included the clerk will ensure that it is put on the agenda and all members to read and prepare there answer/comments ready for the meeting. If this system works efficiently the council will review their Consultation Policy at the end of the financial year.

       St Erme Youth Project (Cllr’s Light, Trethewey & Quee)
Cllr Trethewey and Cllr Light updated regarding the Youth Project, they stated that the Youth Club was having good regular attendance. A few minor issues during its teething process had been encountered and these were being addressed.
