201/09 To receive the ‘Truro Strategic Investment Framework’ consultation 
This item was discussed and it was agreed to reply with the following comments:

· It is mentioned that 'Enhanced ICT broadband capacity' should be available for Truro by 2014.  There is no mention of the many rural areas that are unable to get broadband at all. In the Parish of St Erme many people are unable to get Broadband and the few that can have a very slow speed. We are only 4 miles from Truro; surely it is a priority to make sure rural areas like ourselves are brought up to date. 

· You mention extending Walking & Cycle Networks. In the St Erme Parish Plan one of the highest items mentioned was a Cycle Path to Truro. St Erme is already connected to St Newlyn East and Mitchell via Cycle Routes, it would only mean extending the Cycle Path at Polisken into Truro, which is a 4 mile stretch and would also link Mitchell and St Newlyn East to Truro. It would also link these areas to Penair School. 

· The Truro East Park & Ride we would support, although this will only work if the frequency of buses and running times (early too late) are the same as Langarth. We assume that there would be two roads into the proposed Park & Ride one from the A3076 Newquay Road and one on the Tresillian Road. This would need to be looked at carefully as it could cause tailbacks to Tresillian as the traffic from that direction will be turning right, will this include an underpass? 

· There are concerns over the Waste Transfer Site as large vehicles will be using the A39 from Trispen, which will increase the traffic along this road. The road is quite narrow and bendy, and has the busy junction of the Crematorium; this road will need to be upgraded to accommodate larger vehicles on a regular basis.
