A member of the public asked if it would be possible for the Public Participation to follow agenda item 4b – to update on the informal meeting with Wainhomes Ltd, as the majority of the public present were in attendance due to this item. 

The chairman agreed, and asked the members of the public present if there were any questions not related to agenda item 4b.

Another member of the public asked if there was any update on the Truthan Wind Farm application. The clerk informed the member of the public that the council had been informed that the Planning Officer was aiming for the planning meeting on 28th October, although he may request that the consultation received from Natural Resources be defined further, which may delay this target date.

     PA30/1254/09/R, Mr D Bennett, Hamilton Farm, Trispen – Erection of dwelling
The council refused this application for the following reasons:
· The height of the building would be imposing and overbearing in respect of the existing cottages to the south of the proposed building, this would be contrary to Policy 6A of the Carrick District Wide Local Plan

· The council also have concerns of the nature of the use of the site, as the site is classed as agricultural? A new entrance for agricultural vehicles at Trispen Hill was approved last year, one of the barns has already had planning permission for conversion, with another dwelling on this site and only 1 barn left, is this site feasible to be used for its purpose, should the site be classed for agricultural use or should there be a change of use?

Cllr Bunt had declared a personal interest on the next item.

Cllr Trethewey had declared a personal and prejudicial interest on the next item and left the room.

Cllr Light as Vice-Chairman took the chair.

Cllr Trethewey rejoined the meeting

Cllr Bunt had declared a personal interest on the next item.

b)  Update on planning issues:
· To update regarding the council’s informal meeting with Wainhomes 
The chairman stated that Wainhomes had not taken into account or had even looked at the St Erme Parish Plan or addressed the issues in the Housing Needs Survey.

The chairman had stated that he had recently attended a meeting (Cornwall Association Of local Council’s) where Mr Phil Mason Head of Planning at Cornwall Council was giving a talk. Mr Mason emphasised at this meeting that due to the Local Development Plan being thrown out as unsound and as the old Carrick District Wide Local Plan is outdated, it is important that parish plans are used as Material Considerations for future development, as it could take up to 3 years for a new plan to be adopted. Cornwall Council still has to fill their 3 year development plan and developers will still be submitting applications for development. It is important that Parish Plans are considered as Material Consideration during this time.
The chairman also stated that Wainhomes had been in talks with Cornwall Council since June, and during this time the Parish Plan had not been mentioned. The chairman had put this to Mr Mason at this meeting, who stated that the Parish Plan should have been looked at and that he will arrange a meeting as soon as possible between the council, Wainhomes and the planning officer.

The council had also received a letter from Wainhomes which the chairman read out. 

Cllr Eathorne-Gibbons (County Councillor) stated that he would chase a date for the meeting and advised that the Chairman and Vice-chairman of the council attend this meeting. The members of the council agreed this. Cllr Eathorne-Gibbons stated that this is an exception site and the material considerations and local need should be looked at.

The chairman Suspended Standing Orders
Public Participation (15 minutes)
The public are given 15 minutes to discuss any item on the agenda or any other matter, after this period the members of the public may stay at the meeting but will not be able to comment or participate. 

Any member of the council who will be declaring a prejudicial interest on any business to be transacted in the meeting, has the same rights as members of the public to speak on this issue, the member will then be required to leave the room before the main discussion and vote as paragraph 12(2) of the Code of Conduct adopted by the council.
Q) A member of the public asked how wide the buffer zone would be between the old properties and the proposed new properties. 

A) The chairman stated that the draft plans that the members had seen may not necessarily be what Wainhomes will submit and stressed that the council could only answer questions on what they have seen and that the proposed plan may change.
The chairman stated that in the draft proposal that Wainhomes showed the members of the council they had built in a 5m buffer zone which included trees and shrubs. He stated that the minimum for new houses is 21m and Wainhomes had stated that they have exceeded this.

Q) Will the height of the field be lowered?

A) Wainhomes had stated at the meeting that they would not be lowering the level of the field.

Q) What type of finishing are Wainhomes proposing for the houses?

A) The council were not told what the proposed finishing’s would be, the members had only seen the layout of the sight and not any of the details.

Q) Will Wainhomes or the council hold a public meeting?

A) Wainhomes had said at the meeting that they will consider carrying out a Public Involvement Consultation, but were not keen to hold a Public Meeting. If and when an application comes to the council through Cornwall Council the Parish Council will hold a Public Meeting.

Q) Will this increase the flow of traffic through the village?
A) Wainhomes had stated during their meeting that they would ask that construction traffic use the North entrance from the village. They would not be able to tell new residents which way to travel.

Q) How many car parking spaces will be provided?

A) Wainhomes had stated at the meeting that they would be to government guidelines, which are 1.5 spaces to a property.

Members of the public expressed concerns:
This would put more pressure onto the existing car parking problems.

I have serious concerns, that this will be rail roaded through, like the development in the 80’s. I hope that this does not happen.

They do not seem to be worried what local people need.

Cllr Eathorne-Gibbons stated that unfortunately developers are submitting lots of plans; due to the fact that no up to date policies are in place. It is important that the council meet with Planning Officers at Cornwall Council and stress that material considerations is an important factor and that the parish plan should be viewed as an important document.
There were no more questions from the members of the Public and the Chairman resumed Standing Orders

It was felt that although the members do not feel that he should attend meetings in his own time, it was felt that it was important that the partnership between the council and the police did not suffer. At these meetings members of the public are aware that they can ask their community policeman questions and the council can discuss any issues.
PC Hargreaves agreed to attend as many meetings as possible as he agreed with the council that it was important and the council will leave this up to PC Hargreaves. PC Hargreaves stated that he would forward a report as he had done previously; when he as unable to attend. The council agreed for the clerk to write to Insp Richards highlighting the councils concerns.

PC Hargreaves asked if it would be possible to bring agenda item 12 forward
