The Chairman suspended Standing Orders for public participation
Public Participation (15 minutes)

The public are given 15 minutes to discuss any item on the agenda or any other matter, after this period the members of the public may stay at the meeting but will not be able to comment or participate. 

Any member of the council who will be declaring a prejudicial interest on any business to be transacted in the meeting, has the same rights as members of the public to speak on this issue, the member will then be required to leave the room before the main discussion and vote as paragraph 12(2) of the Code of Conduct adopted by the council.

A member of the public stated that the heaps of earth at the Wainhomes site were still causing problems with dust. Another member stated that they had been restricted and even had no access into their drive to their property during the roadwork’s; which were putting in the services to the site. They stated that the contractors where very good, it was the workmen at the site they had problems with. There are also still lorries being parked on the pavement between 7.30am -8.00am.

Cllr Trethewey stated that he will speak to the site manager to address these problems.

A member of the public stated that treated sewage had been put in a field west of the A39 and has just been left there. This was causing a horrendous smell. It is understood that this sort of spreading on fields should be ploughed in within 24hrs, but the smell has been there for several weeks. It was agreed for the clerk to speak with Public Health regarding this.
A member of the public stated that he works for a company, which works closely with BT and stated that he may be able to give the members of the council the right contacts to discuss Fibre Optic Broadband for the parish to ensure that it is put in when the Truro Exchange is upgraded to Fibre Optic. It was agreed that any assistance would be appreciated as the lack of Broadband in the parish was a problem.

Cllr Trethewey had declared an interest on the Truthan Wind farm Planning application, and as a member of the public wished to speak regarding this, Cllr Trethewey left the room.

Cllr Light took the chair

The Chairman of 2Big2Close2 stated that they were in the process of collecting signatures on a petition against the new application, as the planning officer said that it was being treated as a new application. Mr Pearse stated that they had received 350 signatories so far and would forward a copy of the petition just before the meeting on 13th June where members will look at the application. Mr Pearse also said that he was concerned that the council’s open event of the plans on 13th June would be after the public consultation deadline. The clerk explained that the council had difficultly in receiving a hard copy for the members to view before their meeting, and they only had the one copy; Cornwall Council had extended the parish council’s deadline for response and also stated that they would still receive any public comments.
