There were no planning applications received
b)  Update on planning issues:

· Cornwall Council’s Planning decisions
· PA30/0368/10/R, Tallamar, Trispen – GRANTED with conditions
The members were notified that this application had been approved. The members questioned why the applicant was requested to provide renewable energy on the build, through a planning condition, when the recent Wainhomes planning application did not have any conditions regarding renewable energy. The clerk was asked to write to Phil Mason Head of Planning to get this clarified.
· Truthan Wind Farm Application
The clerk informed the members that this application had gone to the legal department to ensure all areas have been considered appropriately. The key issues are Visual Impact, and material considerations due to the approval of the Carland Cross application.
· Wainhomes: PA30/190000/09/M 
The members received a copy of a letter from a parishioner sent to Mr Edmundson of Cornwall Council regarding concerns of how this application was dealt with at the Cornwall Council Committee meeting on 21st April 2010. Cllr Trethewey stated that the letter had been mentioned at the Planning Committee meeting on 12th May 2010, prior to the determination of the application. Mr Edmundson confirmed that the letter of complaint had been received and that it will be looked at through Cornwall Council’s complaints procedure.
This application was approved subject to planning conditions and a 106 agreement.
