Any member of the council who will be declaring a prejudicial interest on any business to be transacted in the meeting, has the same rights as members of the public to speak on this issue, the member will then be required to leave the room before the main discussion and vote as paragraph 12(2) of the Code of Conduct adopted by the council
The member of the public stated that there were still problems with a Dog Fouling around the Trispen Hill area, the dog owner’s details were passed to the council and it was agreed for the clerk to contact the Dog Warden.
The chairman resumed Standing Orders
101/09 To receive a report from Sharon Trudgian (Youth Project Worker)
The chairman introduced Sharon Trudgian who had been employed by Young People Cornwall on behalf of the council as a Youth Worker for the parish.

Mrs Trudgian had already given a written report, but stated that she was very pleased that the launch night on 21st September was well supported with over 90 parents/children attending. Since then there was a regular attendance of about 20 children each night. They had extended the age range from11-18 years to 10-18 years. They are also considering reducing the time of the club to 9.30pm and holding bi-weekly hourly Youth Committee Meetings. The chairman stated that this must be agreed by the Youth Council before any changes take place. Mrs Trudgian said that she was planning various workshops and was hoping to hold some outside events in the local playing field.
The chairman thanked Mrs Trudgian for her work and for attending the meeting.

PC Hargreaves arrived.

PC Hargreaves said that he would forward some funding information to Mrs Trudgian which might be helpful to the Youth Project.

PC Hargreaves reported that there had been 4 crimes and 14 logs over the last month, 4 of these were for anti-social behaviour.

PC Hargreaves also stated that he was planning to work with the Year 6 pupils at the school and had applied for a grant of £500.00 towards the sailing lessons

Cllr Bunt asked if the police still deal with stray dogs, PC Hargreaves stated that this is now dealt with by Cornwall Council although, the dogs that are picked up have to go to the police facilities, as there are no alternative sites to hold stray dogs.

This item was discussed and PC Hargreaves informed the council on the procedures of the Environmental Health Department at Cornwall Council.

It was agreed for the clerk to write to the Environmental Health regarding the complaint that had been received. It was also agreed to write to St Erme Village Hall Committee and forward the letter (with the complainant’s permission) regarding the section about the noise levels, of a regular band that practised in the hall.

Cllr Eathorne-Gibbons informed the council that Cornwall Council Planning Enforcement could not help with regards to the development on land at Trispen Hill, as the site was not classed as bad enough to issue a notice on.
Cllr Eathorne–Gibbons also stated that Cornwall Council could not help towards the Community Centre at the present time as they do not have any available funds.

This item was discussed and it was agreed that a response within 5 days would not always be appropriate or reasonable, to be able to contact members for a decision to be changed. It was felt that this time span should not be set in stone especially for applications that might be contentious. 116/09 To discuss a telephone call received from Cornwall Council regarding the Recycling Bins at Eglos
           Road
The clerk informed the council that Darren Collins from Cornwall Council had received a complaint regarding children climbing on the recycling bins at Eglos Road, and was worried that this may be a Health & Safety issue. The members stated that they had not seen any children on the bins and felt that they were well used and they did not want them removed if possible. Cllr Eathorne-Gibbons suggested that Cornwall Council put up a sign asking children not to climb on them for Health and Safety reasons.
