Any member of the council who will be declaring a prejudicial interest on any business to be transacted in the meeting, has the same rights as members of the public to speak on this issue, the member will then be required to leave the room before the main discussion and vote as paragraph 12(2) of the Code of Conduct adopted by the council
A member of 2Big2Close stated that Coronation Power were appealing against the Strategic Planning Committees decision to refuse the application for 5 Wind turbines at Truthan Barton. They stated that Coronation Power and Cornwall Council would prefer a written representation for appeal, but 2Big2Close would prefer a Public Inquiry; where they would apply to be a Rule 6 party. They said that we should publish the appeal in the parish notice boards and Village Voice to inform members of the community. 2Big2Close are hoping that the costs of a public inquiry will not be that high, but may need additional funds. The chairman of 2Big2Close stated that they were thrilled with the outcome at the Strategic Planning Committee Meeting where members objected to the application. He stated that we need to Lobby for a full public inquiry and not a paper based one.
A member of the public stated that work was being carried outside of the agreed planning conditions. Cllr Eathorne-Gibbons (Cornwall Councillor) said that he will look into this. Another member of the public stated that although the mounds of earth behind the Trispen Hill properties has been grassed over, they had since made the larger one bigger by a third.

Cllr Holt reported that the Royal British Legion Biker Branch had given a presentation to the committee with regards to holding a regular Bike Night at the recreation ground. The committee had also agreed to open on New Year’s Eve as they had been approach by several members of the community.
· St Erme Cricket Club (Cllr Pound)
Cllr Pound reported that the club had made arrangements for a member of the Cricket Club to give a talk at the Precept Public Meeting regarding how the grants they had received over the years had made a difference to their club. They recently held their presentation evening at the Community Centre and their AGM will be held at the centre on 17th November 2011
· PPAP Truro Interim Plan (Cllr Trethewey) (previously e-mailed notes)
Cllr Trethewey reported that the PPAP had recommended to the cabinet to hand over the work that had been carried out to the Truro & Kenwyn Neighbourhood Plan. This is still waiting agreement by the cabinet.
· Local Council Planning Forum  (Cllr Light) (previously e-mailed notes)
Cllr Light reported that they had talked about the Localism Bill and how Section 106 Agreements will be replaced by the Infrastructure Levy, which will mean that monies raised through this way; will stay in the parish to benefit the community. They stressed how important it was to have an up to date Parish Plan. They will be looking at affordable housing to make sure they are actually an affordable price. Planning Enforcement will be looked at and people will not be able to keep submitting repeat planning applications with little or no alterations for the same site.

Cllr Trethewey reported that the Youth will be having a Youth Forum meeting on 17th November. Numbers are up with 12/13 younger age attending regularly. They are now paying a fee of 50p per session. YPC are currently organising a trip skating at the Eden Project.
