Any member of the council who will be declaring a prejudicial interest on any business to be transacted in the meeting, has the same rights as members of the public to speak on this issue, the member will then be required to leave the room before the main discussion and vote as paragraph 12(2) of the Code of Conduct adopted by the council.
A member of the public asked if anything could be done with the untidy building site at Trispen Hill. The chairman explained that the council had already contacted the owner of the site and the enforcemnent officer at Cornwall Council. Cornwall Council stated that the site does not warrant an enforcement notice, as it was not considred bad enough. Cllr Eathorne-Gibbons (County Councillor) had also looked into this issue.
Another member of the public informed the council that a Street Light was on continuously at Trevella Lane. The chairman stated that Cornwall Council were currently changing the street lighting to a remote system and were having problems with some street lights.

a)  To consider any planning applications received up to the date of the meeting:-

      PA30/1679/09B, Mr Walker, Tresithick Vean, St Erme – 

      Temporary change of use from residential to office use (B1) and from agricultural to ancillary storage
      on outbuildings 
This item was discussed and the application REFUSED for the following reasons:

· The access to the site is a single track, with no passing spaces. The lane is used by a number of residants and their visitors. 

· An increase of daily traffic is not appropriate in this area; the old A3076 is also a designated cycle path. This will increase the traffic along this road.
· The application states temporary use, but does not state the temporary period, the work proposed to change this residential property to business use seems extreme for a temporary premises

· The change of use to business includes a lot of land that is not shown to be used in the proposed offices, why change all this land?

· If permssion was to be granted the change of use should be changed back to residential/agricultural when temporary permission ceases.

· St Erme has an extremely high proportion of 1 and 2 bedroomed properties (nearly 70%). The St Erme Parish Plan stipulates that it is important that more 3 and 4 bedroomed properties are built to rebalance the mix of properties in the area. This application would remove a decent 4 bedroomed property from the parish and would not meet the needs of the Parish Plan.

· This application should not be looked at with regards to diversifying redundant barns, as the property has been residential for a number of years since it was converted?
b)  Update on planning issues:
· To update regarding the council’s informal meeting with Wainhomes & Cornwall Council 
Wainhomes were re-looking at the size of the rooms of the properties and the height of the buildings. They are still hoping to submit an application as soon as possible.
· To update on the outstanding Planning Applications and Appeal Notices at Polisken Farm 
It was agreed for the Chairman and Vice-Chairman to meet with officers of Cornwall Council regarding this issue
· Cornwall Council Planning Liaison Group Minutes (11/11/09) 
There was no comment regarding these minutes
· To receive the  ‘Review of planning decisions contrary to Local Council Views’ from CALC Steering Group
There was no comment regarding this item
· To update  regarding land at Predannick; for a small development to meet current local housing needs 
The council had received a reply from Tim Marsh stating that he did not feel that a meeting was required regarding this land and that the council should wait for the Wainhomes application for Trispen Hill as this was the preferred option site and would meet all the present local need.
