Cllr Trethewey stated that the workshop was interesting and they talked about the Planning Portal Website and how different council’s use this site. One parish council use the Cornwall Council’s Planning Website and use a projector to display the plans during meetings to make it more interesting for members of the public. The clerk asks for the Planning Officers comments to each application prior to their meetings and if the parish council’s recommendation differ to the Planning Officers comments the clerk will then inform the members after their decision and a member is then nominated to represent the council if the application goes to committee. Cllr Trethewey stated that a number of council’s could not get fast enough Broadband speeds to access planning applications on’-line, like St Erme

Cllr Trethewey updated the members that there were three schemes being looked at, which are very large schemes at the Threemilestone Corridor. The Working Group were asked to submit a ‘Design Brief’ for the cabinet members, but they have requested a further meeting with Cllr Kazmarrick (Portfolio Holder for Planning) prior to the brief being written.
· Cllr Light – St Erme Community Enhancement Group
Cllr Light updated the members that the Enhancement Group were currently circulating Broadband Questionnaires around the village to try to obtain Fibre Optic Broadband for the parish. They are also asking for any interest in the Village for holding Street Party’s for the Diamond Jubilee next year. Their next project is to restore the Village Pump and provide a Picnic Area by the bridge on the old A3076. They are also holding a Quiz in the Fun Day Marquee on the Thursday night to raise funds. The Community Enhancement Group have agreed to help with the Village design Statement.
