a)  To consider any planning applications received up to the date of the meeting:- 
· PA10/07630, Wainhomes (sw) Holdings Ltd -Land at Trispen Hill, Trispen
Lift condition 23 relating to schedule of energy conservation and renewable features on permission PA30/1900/09/M for construction of 58 dwelling houses and associated works
This item was discussed and it was agreed to refuse this application for the following reasons:

· In the council's original response to Application No: PA30/1900/09/M, we questioned that there should be renewable features included in this development and were pleased to note that this was set as a planning condition. 

· Renewable Energy installed with this development would have no impact on existing properties and would make the new properties far more desirable to their purchasers. 

· It is now expected that renewable features should be part of any new development 

· We understand that Level 3 is now mandatory since October 2010; we cannot see any justification in lifting this condition as any extra expense to the developer would be passed onto the purchaser, who would benefit in the long run with reduced energy costs.
