The Chairman suspended Standing Orders for public participation
Public Participation (15 minutes)

The public are given 15 minutes to discuss any item on the agenda or any other matter, after this period the members of the public may stay at the meeting but will not be able to comment or participate. 

Any member of the council who will be declaring a prejudicial interest on any business to be transacted in the meeting, has the same rights as members of the public to speak on this issue, the member will then be required to leave the room before the main discussion and vote as paragraph 12(2) of the Code of Conduct adopted by the council
A member of the public asked for an update regarding the Wainhomes Planning Application which was discussed by Cornwall Council’s Central Planning Committee on 21st April 2010, and has since been deferred until 12th May 2010.

Cllr Bunt left the room as she had declared a personal and prejudicial interest on this issue

Cllr Trethewey stated that the outcome of this meeting was for the Planning Officer to request that Wainhomes amend their application to increase the number of 3 / 4 bedroom properties of the open market element. Wainhomes would be able to do this with out submitting a new application as long as they use the same footprint of the plans submitted in the current application. The parish council felt that the mix was not correct for the parish as more family accommodation was required as set out in the Parish Plan.
Unfortunately the other issues and concerns from the parish council and objectors were only briefly discussed. 

The application was deferred solely for the purpose of addressing the mix of properties; the application can not therefore be turned down solely on the other issues and concerns raised.

Cllr Trethewey confirmed that Wainhomes has readdressed the mix and the application now consisted of 58 properties 29 affordable to suit local need as highlighted in the Housing Survey and 29 3 / 4 bed room open market properties.  He also informed the members of the public that the clerk had sent further information regarding the other issues, such as parking, soak-a-ways, security of the public footpath and its surface etc as laid out in the council’s reasons for refusal. This information had been sent to Cornwall Council and the members of the Central Sub Area Planning Committee; as some of these issues could be addressed under a 106 Agreement or in a Planning Condition.
Cllr Trethewey also stated that unfortunately the parish council will not be able to speak at the next meeting, as the planning committees’ constitution states that the council can only speak once on an individual application.
A member of the public stated that they were not happy with the way the application had been dealt with and  discussed at Cornwall Council’s Central Sub Area Planning Committee.
Cllr Bunt rejoined the meeting
A member of the public asked for an update on the Truthan Wind Farm Planning Application.

The clerk stated that the report was currently being written by the Planning Officer, if this is completed in time the application will go to the Strategic Planning Meeting on 27th May, if not it will be decided at their meeting on 24th June 2010
The Chairman thanked the members of the public and resumed Standing Orders

This item was updated in the public participation where Cllr Trethewey stated that the outcome of this meeting was for the Planning Officer to request that Wainhomes amend their application to increase the number of 3 / 4 bedroom properties of the open market element. Wainhomes would be able to do this with out submitting a new application as long as they use the same footprint of the plans submitted in the current application. The parish council felt that the mix was not correct for the parish as more family accommodation was required as set out in the Parish Plan.

Unfortunately the other issues and concerns from the parish council and objectors were only briefly discussed. 

Mr David Edmondson of Cornwall Council Planning Department has informed us that the application was deferred solely for the purpose of addressing the mix of properties; the application can not therefore be turned down solely on the other issues and concerns raised.
Cllr Trethewey confirmed that Wainhomes has readdressed the mix and the application now consisted of 58 properties 29 affordable to suit local need as highlighted in the Housing Survey and 29 3 / 4 bed room open market properties.  Cllr Trethewey also stated that unfortunately the parish council will not be able to speak at the next meeting, as the planning committees’ constitution states that the council can only speak once on an individual application.

The members looked at the new plans showing the change of mix, it was felt that a small number of the 3 bedroom were on the small side, but the mix of properties now met the parish housing need. 
The clerk informed the members that she had sent further correspondence to Cornwall Council which has been passed to the members of the Sub Area Planning Committee re-highlighting all the points that the council had refused the application on as follows; parking issues, the maintenance of the communal private soak-a-ways (as this could cause a flood risk if not maintained regularly), the security of the Public Right of Way to the south of the site and the need for this footpath to be brought up to an adoptable standard, the council’s concerns over the Bus Stop for the secondary school and a safe route to the local primary school, and the visual impact of the site.
This application will now be determined at the next meeting of the Sub Area Planning Committee on 12th May 2010. The clerk and the chairman will be attending this meeting, although the chairman will not be able to speak.

Cllr Bunt rejoined the meeting

· Truthan Windfarm Application
