The clerk informed the members that a Loan sanction had been approved up to £80.000 as requested by the council. All members had received a copy of this.

This item was discussed and it was proposed by Cllr Jones and seconded by Cllr Bunt with all in favour and it was 

RESOLVED to initially borrow £50,000.00 and to borrow the remaining amount up to the value of £30,000.00 within six months of the Loan Sanction period (21st January 2010)
· To agree to borrow from the Public Works Loan Board and review the term of the loan, and if agreed authorise the clerk to proceed with the administration and the set up of the loan.
This item was discussed and it was proposed by Cllr Bunt and seconded by Cllr Quee with all in favour and it was

RESOLVED to borrow from the Public Works Loan Board, with a Fixed Rate EIP Loan; over a 15 year term and for the clerk to proceed with the administration to set up the loan. The payments will be made half yearly by Direct Debit.
· To draw up an agreement stating the terms and conditions of the grant with The St Erme Playing Field Trust 

The clerk had received advice from the Cornwall Association of Local Councils regarding an agreement between the Council and the Trust for the grant. The clerk had given out a draft agreement to the members to read.
This was discussed and it was agreed for the trust to forward a more detailed account of the work outstanding prior to the agreement being signed. There were no other changes and it was agreed, that the clerk forward the draft agreement to the Cornwall Association of Local Council’s who will ask the legal representative of the National Association of Local council’s to check the agreement before all parties sign.
