28/09 Clerks Update and Report 
The clerk updated on the following

· Traffic Schemes – Cllr Mennear (County Councillor) had informed the clerk that Highways had agreed to remove the white lines that were left from the road improvements when they are next in the area.

· Chancery Close Parking – The council had received further copies of correspondences received by the complainant from Cornwall Council, they where no further forward with this issue and Cllr Trethewey stated that he had not had time to speak with the residents, and that he will go around as soon as he can to see if the situation can be resolved or eased in this way.

· Building Plot at Trispen Hill – The clerk had e-mailed the owner and had received a reply stating that he would look into the problem the same day, as far as the clerk is aware nothing to date has been done to tidy this area.          c) To agree expenses for visiting a Wind Farm, and update on the ‘Open Sessions’ and ‘Public
             Meeting’ being held on 13th & 14th May, regarding the planning application for a Wind Farm on land 
             at Truthan Barton, St Erme (Planning Application No: EA30/0377/09M)
Cornwall Council Planning had agreed to lend the council further copies of the Planning Application that could be used for the Open Session on the 13th (5.00pm – 9.00pm) and 14th May (9.00am – 5.30pm). These sessions will be run by the clerk with help from the members when available. The public meeting will be held on 14th May at 7.30pm. It was agreed for the clerk (after seeking advice from CALC) to ask an independent to chair the meeting on the council’s behalf.
The clerk had invited the Planning Officer and Coronation Power to the meeting, in which both declined.

The members had decided that they would like to visit a similar Wind Farm to that being proposed and after research the nearest would be in Norfolk at Pickenham. The members considered the options of transport and quotes that the clerk had received and agreed the date of 16th & 17th May.
Cllr Bunt proposed and Cllr Light seconded with all in favour and it was 
RESOLVED for Cllr Light, Cllr Bunt and Cllr Quee to visit the Wind Farm at Norfolk and the clerk to book the flights through Ryanair from Newquay Airport to London Stansted at a cost of £364.59 on her own credit card to be reimbursed though her expenses. 

It was agreed for the Bed & Breakfast to be paid and Car Hire organised through Cllr Quee and Cllr Bunt on arrival, a maximum cost of £300.00.

The clerk reminded the members to retain VAT receipts for purchases of meals and petrol etc. under the terms agreed set out in the Travel and Subsistence Allowances.

The clerk had obtained Quotes from Allianz Cornhill (current Policy) and Came and Company Ltd (BNL) for the councils insurance, after discussion and checking the council were appropriately covered.          Your Dreams’
Cllr Trethewey updated the council that Nick Smith from Young People Cornwall had met with the Youth Committee and dates were agreed for the advertising and Interview process of the Youth Worker. He will send on an agreement for the parish Council to sign stating the roles of the Parish Council and the Youth Worker to be employed through Young People Cornwall, this will also state the parish council’s cost towards the Youth Worker.

The members of the Youth Committee had put together a list of items under there ‘Our Money Your Dreams’ Grant for the council to purchase on their behalf.

This consisted of a Pool Table, Dart Board, WII Console and accessories, a Television and a Football Table, a total cost of £511.52. The grant covers £504.00.
Cllr Bunt proposed and Cllr Light seconded with all in favour and it was 

RESLOVED to purchase this equipment for the Youth Club at a cost of £511.52, once the agreement has been signed with Young People Cornwall
35/09 To discuss the problems with Dog Bins and Dog Waste
The clerk informed the council that she had spoken with Darren Collins at Cornwall Council regarding this problem and was advised that it was illegal and classed as Fly Tipping if people leave Dog Waste under the bin. The Dog Bins are for Dog Waste whilst dogs are being walked and not for the use of Dog Waste collected from peoples Gardens. He advised that people purchase Chemical Waste Bins for the garden or dispose of the waste through their household rubbish, but not to be put out as individual rubbish bags. The clerk advised the council that she had put a notice in the Village Voice stating the above.
