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The notes of the Public Precept meeting held on Monday 21st November 2011 at the St Erme Community Centre

153/11 To accept apologies:
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Holt, Cllr Eathorne-Gibbons (Cornwall Councillor) and PC Hargreaves
154/11 Introductions

The chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and introduced everyone
155/11 Mr Nick Cole (St Erme Cricket Club)

Mr Cole thanked the council for inviting him to the meeting to talk about their club. He also thanked the council for their work and support they have given the St Erme Cricket Club.

Mr Cole stated that he is currently the Treasurer and has been involved in the club for many years. The club is an inclusive club who opens their doors to anyone who wishes to take part. They take pride in their sport and work hard to be a part of the community.

2011 has been their best year to date they won the top of their league, and also the Clive Roseveare Cup and the 20/20 Cup.

They have a strong club which consists of 2 league teams, a Wednesday evening league as well as three youth teams. They also hold youth coaching on a Monday night through the season which is supported by over 30 children. The club has also had 5 youth players play for the County.
The club has worked hard over the last five years and has secured over £20,000 worth of funding. The parish council has also supported the club by giving grants to help with the building of the new cricket shed, new netting to protect Castle Cottage and this year helped towards new junior equipment.

They are now working towards a new bowling machine and cricket nets for the new season.

Mr Cole stated that everyone is welcome to come along next season on a Saturday afternoon to watch and support the club.

They have just held their AGM and Mr Cole had a copy of their accounts if anyone wished to see them

Cllr Trethewey thanked Mr Cole.

156/11 Mr Mark O’Brien (A member of the St Erme Village Design Statement Working Party)
Mr O’Brien stated that a working party had been set up to engage the community to put together a Village Design Statement for St Erme.

Mr O’Brien stated that it is a design of the village and where we live and what makes it distinctive, and what makes St Erme and Trispen special. A Village Design Statement is a practical tool, to be referred to. It is a tool that looks at the village to gather the views on what to protect and what to enhance. It helps to look at how to move forward. It is not a statutory duty to carry out, but will help the village move forward and grow in a manner that the community wish.  Its aim is to help achieve quality and designs that help to protect and set the scene. It will help to protect the areas that are most important to the community.

By having a Village Design Statement that has been written by local people, Cornwall Council would have to look at it when setting their planning documents, as it has been developed, researched and written by local people.

We need to put in writing how we feel the village should look and develop naturally.
A working party/steering group has been set up of 8/10 people tasked to carry out the back ground work. This group will hold publicity and engagement events in the community. We have already held the first event by having a stand at the recent Fun Day in July. We have published details about the VDS in the Village Voice and have written to organisations and businesses to get involved.

The group will go around and look at each area in the village, as each area has a different style of property etc. We need to look at each area to see what is in keeping.

We are hoping to engage through the school and by holding meetings and events; stating what we have found out and researched, to see if you think it is right?

We will take your comments and re draft the document and go back to the community again until the document is right.

We need to make sure that the public are engaged and have an input; this is important, so we can prove that the document has been consulted on and written by local people so Cornwall Council’s Planning Authority can adopt it as a Supplementary Planning document.

We are looking at completing this within 8 – 12 months, the cost of the document depends on how glossy it is and how many copies are printed.

Cllr Trethewey thanked Mr O’Brien

157/11 Mr Nick Light ~ (Chairman of St Erme Community Enhancement Group)
Cllr Light stated that the group was formed following the Parish Plan to take items highlighted forward. He stated that next year we will see two milestone events, the Olympic Games and the Queens Diamond Jubilee.
The St Erme Community Enhancement Group would like to mark these events. They are proposing to hold a street party in Trispen to celebrate the Queens Diamond Jubilee. This would be for all age groups in the parish with every household to be given an invitation to attend in the afternoon. We are also keen to work with other organisations within the village to make this a community event.

The Clock & Key and Trispen Stores are both keen to be involved and some of the ideas so far is to have a children’s entertainer and a band.

The idea will be along the lines of a Big Lunch event where everyone would bring a plate of food to share and we would provide soft drinks for the children.

The new community centre could also play a part with perhaps the big screen used to show any TV coverage and possibly an evening event. 

We have asked the parish council for a grant towards the entertainment costs, paper plates, bunting etc.

The Enhancement Group have been holding fundraising events at the Fun Day and recently a quiz towards this event.
In times where money is tight we feel this event may be a chance for everyone to work together for a community celebration event.
Cllr Trethewey thanked Cllr Light.

Cllr Trethewey invited everyone for refreshments which were being served by St Erme WI.

158/11 Cllr Colin Pound – Presentation on the proposed Precept for 2012/2013

Cllr Pound began by explaining about what the precept is and went through each slide with a breakdown of the expenditure and estimated income for the next financial year.
The proposed precept for 2012/2013 is £28,418 which is an increase of 4% from last year. This works out to an increase of £1.84 per year on a Band D property (based on 2011/1012 tax base rate)
This includes the proposal to budget £3000 towards the cost of the Village Design Statement and £3700 in grants to local organisations.

Cllr Pound asked if there were any questions. A member of the public asked about the income and budgeted figure for the Youth Fund. 

Mrs Sally Trethewey explained that the youth project had received a grant from Awards For All of £9114.00 in this current financial year, to contribute to a youth worker and trips for the young people in St Erme. This runs from September 2011 for a year, so will cross into the next financial year. The parish council contributed £750 to this from their reserves designated to youth projects in the parish. This will leave a reserve of £2400 in the reserves fund in the next financial year. This money has been used to secure large funding bids to keep the project running each year.
There were no more questions from the members of the public.

Cllr Trethewey thanked the members of the public and the speakers for attending and Cllr Pound for presenting the precept and Cllr Philip Jones for putting the presentation together.

He also thanked Ms Jo Collins and Ms Sylvia Caple from the St Erme WI for making and serving the refreshments.
