     PA11/04599 – Cornwall Council, Duchy of Cornwall and Waitrose Ltd 

    (CD enclosed to view application)
Demolition of two houses and construction of Truro Eastern District Centre to comprise Park & Ride, Household Waste and Recycling Facility, Cornish Food Centre (use Class A1), Energy Centre, Hub building, residential development) 97 dwellings and separate Lodge House), formation of four new vehicular accesses (A39 Newquay Road, two access off A390 Union Hill, bus only access A39/A390 Union Hill), car and cycle parking, open space, landscaping, and associated works
The above application was discussed and it was agreed by all to object this application for the following reasons:

· Housing: The affordable housing element of 35% is too low and should be at least 50%, to help meet the registered affordable housing needs of St Clements and Truro. We feel that the proposed architecture is out of character for the area and does not fit in with the landscape setting especially from the east of the site.
To justify using good arable land for this purpose, the housing needs of Truro and St Clements should be looked at closer.

· Waste and Recycling Centre: We agree that a Recycling Centre near Truro is needed, but are concerned with the site and access onto the A390 and the effect that this will have on the traffic from the East. Again this is being placed on good arable land.

· Waitrose: There are enough Brownfield sites within the city of Truro that could accommodate a Waitrose of this size and would help bring further business into the centre. 
· Highways/Traffic: We are concerned with the traffic and junction on the A390, into the Recycling Centre, the proposed pull in for traffic turning right is not large enough and will cause traffic to queue back to Tresillian. A tunnel/underpass under the road would have been much better and would prevent tail backs.
The A39 to Carland Cross is a busy narrow road with frequent accidents; this proposal will increase the traffic of large vehicles/lorries along this road; delivering to the site. There has been no thought or consideration of this within the development. There is talk of cycle paths, but no mention of a cycle path to St Erme which would link up the existing cycle paths to St Newlyn East, Summercourt and Mitchell.
Cllr Trethewey declared a personal and prejudicial interest on the next item and left the room
