                                        Conversion and alteration of former agricultural buildings to form offices
                                        and ancillary Facilities
The clerk informed the council that a site visit had been requested but, due to the agent for the applicant being on leave and it would be at least two weeks before a visit could be arranged, so therefore a site visit could not be arranged before the meeting and scheduled deadline to the consultation.

This item was discussed and it was proposed by Cllr Bunt and seconded by Cllr Quee to refuse this application. Cllr Light, Cllr Trethewey and Cllr Jones agreed and Cllr Waters abstained as the clerk was unable to arrange a site visit prior to the consultation deadline. The application was refused on the following grounds:

· The proposed Taxi Offices are too large to be justified for the use for the taxi business. This leaves the question that the offices may be sub let. 
With the use being for 24hours a day and seven days a week, this will then leave the permission of business use, too open to be regulated. Vehicles could then enter the premises 24 hours a day, which would be un-neighbourly and have a detriment effect on the surrounding residential properties. This would not be in accordance with the aims and intentions of Policy 3 of the Cornwall Structure Plan 2004.

· There is a lack of information regarding Taxi’s entering and leaving the site. This has not been made clear and with the proposed 24 hour use, seven days of the week, would not be appropriate as stated above. The tempory permission which ceased on 31st December 2008 stated that Taxi’s were not permitted to call or leave the premises outside the stated hours of 08.00 – 18.00 hours Monday to Friday. This was not complied with under the tempory permission.

· In the applicants conclusion it states ‘The Development proposed is for the continued economic use of these buildings which were formally used for agricultural purposes’ This does not make sense when the applicant has recently submitted an application for a large agricultural building (application no: PA30/0309/09/B), the reasons stated for this application was due to the lack of agricultural buildings to sustain their agricultural needs. These premises could be used for the shortfall of agricultural buildings, as stated in the application. So surely the justification of changing agricultural buildings to offices is not justified.

· These offices would be more appropriate in an urban area such as Truro where there are suitable buildings currently waiting to be let. 
· The access from the property is on a designated cycle path and bridleway, and is regularly used. There is the question of how much extra vehicular movement onto this road, would take place if the application was granted.

· We feel that the Planning History of the site and Enforcement Notices already issued and not complied with, must be considered when determining this application.
