The Public Inquiry took place in December regarding the Truthan Barton Wind Farm application for 7 wind turbines at Truthan. We now have to wait for the Planning Inspectorates decision which is expected in January or February

Precept for 2011/2012
The council’s Public Precept meeting was well attended and included presentations from St Erme Playing Field Trust, St Erme Church (Upper Fal Cluster), St Erme with Trispen School, St Erme History Group as well as the council’s proposed precept for the next financial year.
There were ideas displayed for spending the £500.00 received from the National Association of Local Council’s; for the Council of the Year Award. The idea that has now been put forward is a Commemorative stone to be placed at the new Sports/Community Centre which is due to open shortly. There more information regarding this in this issue.
We would like to thank St Erme WI who made and served the refreshments for the evening and everyone who took part and attended the event.
At our December meeting the preset was resolved at £27347.00 for 2011/1012; as put forward at the presentation.

St Erme Community Emergency Plan
We have been asked to produce a Community Emergency Plan by Cornwall Council; a working party has been set up consisting of members of the community and parish council. The plan would provide a first response to an emergency; whilst waiting for the emergency services to arrive, and then assist where necessary. An emergency could be small or major.

We are also putting together a database of people with individual skills within the community; who may be able to help/assist in an emergency.

£500 NALC AWARD MONEY
The parish council has had an idea put to them, which they feel would be a suitable and a nice way to spend this money, which would mark the events of the council’s award and the opening of the new Sports Community Centre.
There are three large granite flag stones which originated from the Truthan Bridge when it was upgraded in early 2000’s.

It is felt that it would be nice to make these into a feature for the new Sports Community facilities with a plaque commemorating the council’s award and to also include the history behind the granites.
